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Two promised ONGC
jobs to many, arrested

New Delhi: Crime Branch on
Saturday arrested a man and
his associate for allegedly du-
ping people by promising
them jobs at ONGC. The accu-
sed posed as an officer of the
Indian Navy and boasted of
his contacts in the central go-
vernment to Iure his victims.

The accused, Naveen Ku-
mar, worked as an officer for the
Merchant Navy. He quit his job
in 2010, butretained hisuniform
and a few of hisdocuments.

According to the police,
Kumar’'s associate, Himans-
hu Suman, sent fake appoint-
ment letters to their victims
asking them to appear for
an interview at ONGC office
in Vasant Kunj. The victims
would be charged a few lakhs
by the accused men.

“Kumar was earlier arres-
ted in 2013, along with his
uncle, where they used the
same modus operandi to che-
at people,” said joint commis-

sioner (crime) Alok Kumar.

During interrogation, Ku-
mar revealed that they would
ask the victims to provide a
copy of theireducational qua-
lification and other ID proofs.
They would then send a ‘con-
firmation letter’ to the victim
through registered post.

A few days later, the accu-
sod would again send a regis-
tered post letter to the victims
asking them to appear for a
medical test in Noida. The
victim would be taken toa ho-
spital, where only a blood
sample would be drawn and
tested for basic hemogram.

The accused would then
send appoinitment letter to
the victims, asking them to
appear at ONGC's Vasant
Kunj office. Himanshu, in the
meantime, would collect the
money from them and disap-
pear. When the victims rea-
ched ONGC office on the
designated date and time,
they would find that no such
vacancies evorexisted.

Mountaineers find soldier’s
remains on Himachal glacier

SHIMLA : Mountaineers on a
cleanup drive in Himachal Pra-
desh’s Lahaul and Spiti district
stumbled upon the remains of a
soldier along with some wreck-
age of an Indian Air Force plane
that had disappeared with 102
army personnelon board 50 years
ago, an official said on Saturday.

The Russian-manufactured
Antonov (AN)-12 aircraft was
carrying troops and sup-
plies from Chandigarh to
Leh whenit had gone missingin
the icy terrain on February
7,1968.

Belonging to Chandigarh-
based 25 squadron, the planewas
commanded by Flight Lieuten-
ant HK Singh, who lost contact
with the air traffic control amid
badweatherwhileflying overthe
Rohtangpass. The missing plane
has remained one of the biggest
mysteriesin the Indian military
aviation history. Remainsofonly
foursoldiers had been recovered
sofar, the last during an expedi-
tionin 2007.

Now, a team of 11 climbers
who were on a Swachh Bharat
Pakhwada drive discovered the
body of a soldier along with the
wreckage on the 6,200-metre-
high Chandrabhagapeak on the
Dhaka glacier overlooking the
Lahaulvalley.

“Our team members spotted

a hand protruding from the ice.
On approaching it, we found a
corpse that was intact. I could
also figure some burn marks on
the body,” said Rajeev
Rawat, who was leading the
cleanup drive launched jointly
by the Oil and Natural Gas
Corporation ofIndia(ONGC)and
Indian Mountaineering
Federation.

Thebody wasinarmy fatigues
and had an identification name-
plate lying close to it. Following
this, the team alerted the army on
July 16. “Icontacted anarmy offi-
cialatthemountaineeringinsti-
tute, who further informed the
army’s high altitude warfare
school.” said Rawat, who is an
instructorat the Nehru Institute
of Mountaineering in Uttarkashi.

NEW DELHI: The Crime
Branch of Delhi Police has
busted a fake interstate job
recruitment racket with the
arrest of two men identified as
Naveen Kumar and Himanshu
Suman, both Noida residents.
Cops on Saturday said that the
duo has duped many job seek-
ers on the pretext of providing
them employment in ONGC.

Cops said that a case was
registered after a complaint
received from Oil and Natu-
ral Gas Corporation (ONGC)
alleging fake recruitment by
unscrupulous persons. One
of the victims from Bhiwani,
Haryana, was traced and his
statement was recorded.

Through sources, cops
found out that Naveen alias
Captain was the mastermind
of the racket.

On July 11, a police team

arrested him near Rajiv Chowk
Metro station. During investi-
gation, ATM cards, fake rubber
stamps of Ministry of Petro-
leum and Natural Gas, booking
receipts of postal department,
envelopes, letters and a format
for medical examination were
recovered from Naveens pos-
session. A laptop, printers and
scanner, as well as papers used
for preparation of fake docu-
ments were also recovered later.

Based on Naveen’s revela-
tion, his associate Himanshu
was also arrested later. Himan-
shu used to provide vehicleand
accommodation to Kumar, said
cops.

Explaining the modus ope-
randi, Joint Commissioner of
Police (Crime) Alok Kumar
said, “Naveen would lure
unemployed youth by posing as
a Navy officer and would boast
of connections in government
departments. He, along with

Himanshu, would take money
from the victims and promise
them good jobs in ONGC?

“They would ask the vic-
tims to provide copy of educa-
tional qualification documents
on WhatsApp and then the duo
would send a ‘Confirmation
Letter’ to the victim through
registered post,” the senior
police official said.

Later, the victims would be
called for a medical examina-
tion at an ayurvedic hospital
in Kasna, Gautam Budh Nagar,
where only a blood sample was
drawn.

They would then send an
‘Appointment Letter’ to the vic-
tim by registered post, direct-
ing them to reach the ONGC
headquarters at Vasant Kunj,
Delhi.

Only after reaching the
ONGC office on the designated
date and time did the victims
out that they had been duped.
