Ar6:35PM onthatday, the LNG tanker
re-ported engine ailureand started drifi-
ing in the Sea, around 20 nautical
miles (nm) from ONGC's D1 field. The
vesselis owned by M/sShield Marine,
headquartered at Dubai, UAE. The
vessel was on its way to Fujairah, UAE
from Mongla, Bangladesh. 17 peaple
\-.verembnalﬂmemsel.indudingilﬁht
Indians and nine Ukrainians. After
the first information was reported by
ODAG, ONGC promptly divertedits Off-
shoreSupplyVessel (05V) 'Sagar Pride’
and ODAG mobilized its Vessel P R
Nayak' to support the drifting vessel.
The efforts succeeded in assisting the
distressedvessel andalso helpedkeep-
ing it away from ONGC's operational
area. ONGC also withdrew one of its
Multi SupplyVessel (MSV) 'Seamec-3'
and tughoat 'Saroja Blessing' from
assigned duties and diverted those
towards the driftingvessel. Water Lilly'
tughoat from DG shippingalsajoined
ONGC's vessels.

New Delhi: South Delhl Municipal Corporation
(SDMC), after pursuing the matter In the court, has fl-
nally received permission to engage 37 BS-IV compli-
ant CNG vehicles/trucks for various purposes.

“After the Supreme Court’sorder, Delhigovernment’s
transport department has registered these vehicles re-
cently. Now, we will engage them after fabrication/modi-
fication. These were bought under the Centre’s Urban De-
velopment Scheme,” said an SDMC official.

Theofficlal stated that the engagementof theselow-
capacity vehicles would simplify maintenance and sa-
nitation work in thearea, while for their
uninterrupted use, drivers would be hi-
redon contract through the GeM portal.

“We have asked themaintenancede- & 9
partment to engage these vehicles for
several uses. Also, thereisashortageof B
driverstooperateother vehiclestoo. We B0 lly
have asked the zonal offices to submit BURedes
thelr demands, based on which we will B
jointly hire therequired workforceona gt
contractual-basis through agencies re-
gistered on the government portal,” the official added.

The matter of shortage of drivers wasalsoraised in
the standing committee on Thursday.

In 2018-19, the civic body had purchased around 65 such
vehicles with BS-TV compliance. “While half of these ve-
hicles were registered and engaged immediately after pur-
chase, 37 of them could not be registered, as the guidelines
for BS-VIcompliant vehicles were released in April 2020.
This has persuaded us to follow up the matter in the court,
and last year, the Supreme Court passedan order in thisre-
gard. Since we were lacking clarity, we again filed a peti-
tion inthecourt in April 2021,” said the official.

Later the ASG wrote to the ministry of road, trans-
1 portand highways, in which it was stated that the vehi-

cles that were registered on e-VAHAN portal before
~  postMarch 2020 could beregistered by the transportde-
partment, even if these were BS IV-compliant, the offl-
cialadded.
